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INTRODUCTION

The following is a report of a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) conducted
on the Jonathan A. and Ramona M. White property, located at 1965 Hartford Avenue
in the Village of Wilder, Town of Hartford, Windsor County, Vermont. The property
is identified as Lot 87 on the Hartford Lister’s Map 22. The property is currently
occupied by the slab of the former structure.

The objective of this Phase I ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible pursuant to the
processes described herein, recognized environmental conditions in connection with the
property. Work relating to the ESA has been conducted in general accordance with the
American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard E 1527-97, Standard

Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment
Process, third edition.
Information used in the preparation of this report was gathered from sources including:

. a visual site reconnaissance conducted on June 8, 2001,

. conversations with John White, the current owner of the property, and David
Ring and Tim Ware, former owners of the property,

. a review of records on file with the Town of Hartford Listers Office, and
. a review of records on file with the Vermont Agency of Natural Resources
(VTANR).

No intrusive testing or sampling was conducted in direct support of this study.
Therefore, this Phase I ESA is intended only to provide information relating to
environmental conditions which were visually discernable, or which were documented
by the record information reviewed. It should be noted that an abandoned 500-gallon
#2 fuel oil underground storage tank (UST) was closed as part of this ESA. This
report is subject to the limitations delineated in Appendix E.
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SITE CHARACTERISTICS/HISTORY

For purposes of this assessment, the property under study will be referred to as the
White property. Figure 1 of Appendix A depicts the White property in a regional
perspective as shown on the U.S. Geological Survey quadrangle sheet. Figure 2, also
in Appendix A, shows the property as depicted on the Hartford Lister’s Maps.

The White property has an area of 0.31 acre and was developed with a three bay
service garage until the structure was razed by fire on February 20, 1993. The floor
slab is all that remains of the former structure. Developed properties along Hartford
Avenue have municipal water and sewer services.

A summary of the ownership history is provided in Table 1. The property was
originally developed by Sherman B. Manning as a gasoline service station. According
to David Ring, gas sales were discontinued in approximately 1965 and the tanks were
removed shortly thereafter.

Several documents were found in the Town of Hartford files regarding the subject
property. In 1989, David Ring applied for a permit to expand the structure for his
business, Wilder Automotive, a used car sales and service facility. A document for
the Town of Hartford dated May 2, 1989 indicated that an unused fuel storage tank
needed to be removed as it threatened the aquifer. A letter dated July 17, 1989 from
James Tonkovich, a Wilder resident, indicated that "there is a major issue of

contamination at the site.” He added that David Ring should be required to clean up
the contaminated areas and adhere to proper disposal of wastes as a condition of the
approval for expansion of the site building.

A Health Order was filed on January 24, 1995 regarding the fire damaged building and
potential hazards. The structure had burned approximately two years prior to the
Health Order. The order mentions a potential UST and the proximity to the Wilder
municipal water supply well. The order also includes a tally of drums and pails
containing various fluids including: hydraulic fluid, DMQ cleaning fluid, liquid tire
sealer, oil-based paint, and an indoor fuel tank. The order imposed deadlines for
cleaning up the hazardous material and excavating the potential UST.

According to a memo in the Hartford records, on April 4, 1995, Ted Unkles from
VTANR, David Ring, and a tank testing company met on site and were not able to
locate any USTs. Copies of the above referenced documents are included in Appendix

C.

Topography is relatively flat across the White property. The Connecticut River is
located approximately 0.35 mile to the east of the White property. The elevation of the
parcel is approximately 430 feet above mean sea level. The Wilder municipal water
supply well is located approximately 0.35 mile northeast of the White property and the
subject property is located within the proposed groundwater source protection area of

the well.
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RECORDS REVIEW

Records reviewed in support of this assessment were located at the VTANR. Records
were reviewed to obtain general information regarding property history and
characteristics as described in Section 2.0 of this report. Information derived from the
VTANR records review is discussed in the following paragraphs, and is intended to
evaluate documented conditions of known or potential environmental significance on
the property and on surrounding properties with a one-half mile radius.

Records relating to environmental issues were reviewed at the VTANR in Waterbury,
Vermont in the offices of the Waste Management Division. The review included the
following documents.

. Underground Storage Tank Facilities List

. UST Pulled Facilities List

. Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Generators List
. Spills Data Base List

. Active Hazardous Waste Sites List

e Closed Hazardous Waste Sites List

The White property is a registered UST facility. No active or inactive hazardous waste
sites are within a one-half mile radius of the White property. A summary of the UST
file for the White property is as follows:

Former Tip-Top Tire/Wilder Automotive, Hartford Avenue:

According to VTANR records, the facility has a 500-gallon waste oil UST that was
installed in approximately 1968. The UST was registered by Timothy Ware in January
1986 and by David Ring in September 1988. Both parties indicated that the UST was
"currently in use" on their registration forms. According to the site sketches, the UST
was located on the east side of the site building. As part of this ESA, Tim Ware and
David Ring were contacted regarding the waste oil UST. Tim Ware recalled the UST,
but indicated that he never used the UST and David Ring did not recall the UST.

There was no evidence of piping and the current owners believe that the UST was
removed when an addition to the building was constructed in the late 1989.

As part of the ESA, on June 7 and 8, 2001, a 500-gallon heating oil UST was removed
by Doug Leach with T & M providing soil screening. The heating oil UST was
located on the north side of the former site building. The UST removal is discussed in
Section 4.0 of this report. Tim Ware recalled the heating oil UST and indicated that



the UST was connected to an old furnace in the basement of the site building. When
he purchased the property, he installed a waste-oil furnace and used a 275-gallon above
ground storage tank (AST) inside the building. David Rind later used the 275-gallon
AST for waste oil storage.

On August 23, 1993, the Hartford Fire Department requested that the VTANR visit the
site regarding potential USTs. Marc Roy of VTANR visited the site the following
day. The site building had been destroyed by fire in February 1993 and Mr. Roy
indicated that he observed fire damaged debris and vehicles all around the site. He
observed 29 drums which were in fair to poor condition. Eleven drums contained
liquid ranging from s full to full. Five 5-gallon buckets without lids were also
observed to be full of a waste oil/water mix or antifreeze. Mr. Roy contacted David
Ring regarding the drums and he indicated that the drums contained waste oil and a
waste oil/water mix. David Ring indicated that the waste oil was burned in a furnace
and that he planned on disposing of the material after he received money from the
insurance claim following the fire.

On January 11, 1995, the Hartford Fire Department contacted the VTANR regarding
potential USTs at the former Tip-Top Tire in Wilder. The Complaint/Spill Report
alleged that the USTs from the former gasoline station were still in the ground. Ted
Unkles of VTANR visited the site on two separate occasions in 1995 and checked for
possible USTs using a ferromagnetic metal detector and a radio-frequency locator. He
was not able to detect any subsurface stiuctures resembling USTs. Copies of the
information found in the VTANR files are included in Appendix C.

It should be noted that no information was found regarding the USTs from the gasoline
filling station that originally occupied the site. USTs were not required to be registered
with the VTANR until the late 1980s, nor was any soil and groundwater testing
required for UST removals prior to the late 1980s.
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SITE RECONNAISSANCE AND UST CLOSURE

A visual reconnaissance of the White property and surrounding area was conducted on
June 8, 2001. Access to the White property is from Hartford Avenue. Municipal
water and sewer are available along Hartford Avenue. Overhead electric and telephone
lines traverse the western side of the White property. Photographs of the White
property are included in Appendix B.

The property was originally developed as a gasoline station and automobile service
facility. The floor slab is all that remains of the former building. The former building
appears to have had three service bays. One of the bays appeared to have a rectangular
service pit used for an in-ground hydraulic lift (Photograph 2). According to Tim
Ware, the pit did not have a discharge pipe. A 20-gallon drum was observed along the
south side of the slab near the former pit. Oily debris was observed at the base of the
drum. :

The western side of the property is asphalt paved and the eastern portion has grassy
vegetation. Three wooden landscape planters are located along Hartford Avenue to
limit unrestricted vehicular access. Stockade and picket fences and shrubs define the
property boundaries to the north, east, and south. Various vehicles, equipment, and
construction debris were observed on the northern side of the property. Surrounding
properties are predominantly residential with the exception of Datamann, a computer
consulting firm.

An abandoned 500-gallon UST was located on the north side of the building. As part
of this ESA, the UST was removed by Doug Leach on June 7, 2000. The UST was
located approximately two feet below grade and was empty.

On June 8, 2001, T & M screened soil samples from the side walls and base of the
excavation. Field screening of soil was conducted with a Thermo Environmental
Instruments Model 580B organic vapor meter (OVM) equipped with a 10.6 ¢V lamp.
The OVM was calibrated to a 100 part per million (ppm) isobutylene standard. The
headspace method was used to field screen soil samples for volatile organic compounds

(VOCs).

The UST was visually inspected and observed to have significant corrosion. It should
be noted that a one-half inch hole was observed near the base of the UST. The soil
around the UST was field screened with the OVM. The OVM readings ranged from
0.8 to 4.8 ppm with the highest reading obtained below the hole. A slight petroleum
odor was observed. The excavation was backfilled later that week.

According to the VTDEC Agency of Natural Resources (ANR) Agency Guidelines for
Petroleum Contaminated Soil and Debris, a Site Investigation is required to
characterize contamination where fuel oil contaminated soil with OVM readings greater
than 10 ppm remains in the ground. The readings detected at the White property were
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well below 10 ppm. As such, no further investigation with respect to the heating oil
UST is required. :
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5.0

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the White property, located at
217 Hartford Avenue and referenced as Lot 87 on Hartford Lister’s Map 22, has been
performed in general accordance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E
1527-97 for Phase I ESAs.

The White property was originally developed as a gasoline station and service facility.
According to Tim Ware, a previous owner, gasoline sales were discontinued in
approximately 1965 and the USTs were removed shortly thereafter. No information
was found in VTANR files regarding the former gasoline USTs other than a November
1996 letter from VTANR to David Ring indicating that no evidence of USTs were
found using ferromagnetic detector and a radio-frequency locator. It should be noted
that USTs were not required to be registered and no testing was required upon removal
prior to the late 1980s.

The document review at the VTANR revealed significant information pertaining to the
White property regarding the registered waste oil UST and two visits to the site in 1992
and 1995 relative to potential USTs and hazardous materials on site following the fire
of 1992. The drums and pails of hazardous materials listed by VTANR were not
present at the time of T & M’s site visit.

A 500-gallon waste oil UST was registered with the VTANR by two previous owners,
Timothy Ware and David Ring. No evidence of this UST was found on site. The UST
may have been removed at the time the building was expanded in 1989. June
Middleton of the VTANR has indicated that they will not require any excavation in the
area of the UST and have removed the waste oil UST from the active UST list. It
should be noted that if the floor slab is removed and a UST is discovered, the soil
surrounding the UST should be tested per VTANR’s Agency Guidelines for Petroleum
Contaminated Soil and Debris.

As part of this ESA, a 500-gallon heating oil UST was removed from the north side of
the site building. Soil screened after the removal of the UST indicated that minor soil
contamination was present at levels acceptable to VTANR. No further investigation is
required in the area of the former heating oil UST.

No hazardous waste sites, active or inactive, are located within a one-half mile radius
of the White property.

The visual site reconnaissance of the White property identified a few items of minor
concern. A trench style service pit is located within the slab of the former building.
The trench has been filled with concrete. According to Tim Ware, the trench did not
have a discharge drain. Oil was observed on the floor slab and on soils surrounding
the former building. None of the stains appeared to be deeper than two inches.
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Asbestos, lead paint, and radon inspections were beyond the scope of this ESA. It
should be noted that asbestos has been used in a variety of building materials including
floor and ceiling tiles, mastics, wall board, and tar-based roofing materials. Lead paint
was commonly used untxl the late 1970s. The older portion of the building may have
contained lead-based paint. Given that the White property has a municipal water
supply and predominantly slab-on-grade construction, it is likely that the radon levels
would be in the acceptable range.

Oon 8/24/93, I was on site at Tip Top Tire in Wilder at the
request of the Assistant Fire Chief Stephen Leinoff of the Hartford
Fire Dept. The purpose of the visit was to determine if there was
any environmental threat posed by the drum storage area behind the
store. The store was destroyed by fire in Feb. 1993.

I was on site at 0845, and began a survey of the site. There
are fire-damaged vehicles and other fire damaged debris all around
the site. Behind the building, in a fenced in area (without a

.gate) there were about 29 drums. Near the area were another 6

drums. The drums were in fair to poor condition, with one drum
observed to be leaking from a hole about 1/3 of the way up the
drum. Two of the drums had bulged and would not be DOT approved
for shipping. There were also about five 5-gallon pails/buckets
that did not have lids on and were full. Two of these buckets had
sheens on them and one was full of anti-freeze solution. There was
also several areas where the soil was stained by petroleum. The
largest area was about 6’x 6’. The depth of the stained soil was
about 2%, '

I inventoried the drums as best I could. Only one drum was
marked waste o0il; none of the other drums were labeled as being
waste. Of the 29 drums, 18 were empty. The remainder contained
varying amounts of liquid, from approximately 1/4 full to full.

At 0910, the owner of the shop, Dave Ring arrived. He stated
that the drums contained used oil or a used oil/water mix. Mr.
Ring operated a used oil furnace at Tip Top, and the drums were

.used to store the oil. He explained that the reason that he had

not disposed of the unusable material because he is awaiting
settlement of his fire insurance claim. He stated that he has a
recent communication with his insurance company stating that they
will settle within two weeks. Mr. Ring feels that once the claim

Enclosed is a copy of the two notifications of the tank that was at the above property. Each
notification was completed by the tank owner at the time of filing and both stated the tank to be for
the storage of used oil. Both owners also permitted the tank for operation as a used oil tank and
paid fees. The used oil may have been burned in a furnace for on premises heat, but because the
product was used oil, the storage of it and use of it for heat, did not exempt it from the UST
Regulations.

The Department had been sending correspondence to Mr. Ring for some years advising him
of the requirement to have the tank removed from the ground.

We were pleased to hear that an environmental consultant was on site at the time the tank
was removed. A copy of the consultant’s report is required to be submitted to the Department. for
our records. Upon receipt of the report, a tank removal form will be prepared for your signature
and for filing in the land records.

Because the tank was used for tne storage of used oil, soil samples were reqmred to be taken
from the tank hole. Today I spoke with Martha at T&M Associates and she informed me that no
soil samples were taken because they had been informed the tank was used for heating fuel. A hole
in the tank was visible. She did state that she believed the tank hole was still open and that she
could take samples and have the required analytical tests performed at the laboratory. However, she
needs your approval to the additional costs to be incurred. A letter from the state confirming the -
site smms cannot be issued until such time as the written report, including the laboratory work, is
received from T&M Associates. Please give this matter your immediate attention.

Since I cannot be in attendance at the meeting tonight when Messrs. Ring and Sears return for
consxderauon of their plan for the Wilder site, I wish to have this letter entered into the testimony.

There is no doubt that the present condition of Wilder Automotive is deplorable and absolutely the
last thing the village needs as a welcome to people entering on route 5 from the north (not to
mention its effect on the adjacent neighbors).

I have seen the plans for expansion and renovation and have heard both men describe what they
would like to do with the property. I'have also heard them mention that without approval, they
would just continue to operate the business under the present conditions. While this could indeed
be their alternative, they also might just as easily sell to someone else, who would operate it
without any considerations to the neighborhood or the village.

I also realize that there is a major issue of contamination at the site. A condition of the approval
might be that Sears and Ring proceed to clean up these areas in a prescribed period of time (with
strict inspection chcckpomts by the town), as well as strictly adhere to the proper disposal and
storage of wastes from this point onward. I see traffic flow as offering few problems (from the
plans I saw), except for two areas, from past experience: there needs to be major attention paid to
the line-of-sight southward down Route 5 for cars stopped at the intersection of 5 and Hathorn .
Street; and there should be little or no screening on the southwest comer of the lot - again, for the

line-of-sight problem southward

Finally, based on testimony I rccall from my zoning board hearing some years ago when Wilder
Automotive made the change from Herb Maheu's ownership, as well as speaking now for a
_ number of people in my neighborhood -~ all would rather see this business in the hands of "local”
« folks who have the best intentions to fix it up and operate it knowlingly as a nonconfomung use¢ in
aresidential area (and as a neighborhood business responsive to those who live in Wilder) — then
see it in the hands of someone who could care less where and what itis. . . . of worse yet, watch

. it turn into yet another empty business in Hartford.

tests were not completed for the purpose of revealing a potential problem, as that was
not considered warranted at the time.

The evaluation presented in this report has been completed without chemical test data.
Should chemical analyses become available, these data should be reviewed by T & M
Associates and the conclusions presented herein may be modified. It should be noted
that variations in the types of contaminants, their concentrations, and their direction of
flow will occur due to water table fluctuations and alteration of disposal practices, as
well as other factors. As such, it cannot be stated with absolute certainty whether or
not a hazardous waste contamination problem exists or will exist in the future at the
site.
