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PUBLIC NOTICE 
CORRECTIVE ACTION AT THE MAPLEFIELDS SERVICE STATION  

85 US ROUTE 2W, ST JOHNSBURY (SITE #2013-4370) 
 
 

This Corrective Action Plan (CAP) was prepared by KAS on behalf of the R.L. Vallee, Inc. to support activities associated with the redevelopment of 
the 85 US Route 2W (vacant lot) in St. Johnsbury, VT (Site #2013-4370). This property is currently owned by R.L. Vallee, Inc. and has been the 
subject of an environmental investigation in anticipation of redevelopment. R.L. Vallee, Inc. is slated to redevelop the site for commercial use to 
include a Maplefields convenience store and gasoline/diesel filling station.  The site redevelopment will include constructing a one-story building to 
house the convenience store and gasoline and diesel underground storage tanks (USTs) and dispenser islands.   The investigations have focused on 
determining the nature and extent of contamination in environmental media.  The CAP contains a summary of environmental testing and risk 
assessment in and near the corrective action area, as well as a recommended remedial technology.   
 
Soils beneath portions of the site (greater than 4 feet below grade) are contaminated with Polycyclic Aromatic Hydrocarbons (PAHs) and arsenic 
above the Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Industrial Soil Screening Values (SSVs). Concentrations of select volatile 
organic compounds (VOCs) and total petroleum hydrocarbons(TPH) were detected in the soil samples collected beneath portions of the site but 
the concentrations were below the Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) Industrial Soil Screening Values (SSVs). 
Groundwater in the vicinity of the site contains concentrations of VOCs and arsenic below the Vermont Groundwater Enforcement Standards 
(VGES). 
 
The CAP was prepared by KAS to address the subsurface contamination at the site. The goal of the corrective action is to isolate contaminated soil 
from direct human exposure. This will be accomplished as follows:  
 

• Excavation of up to approximately 150 cubic yards of soil.  The contaminated soil removed from the excavation will be placed along the 
slopes within the excavation area and covered with a minimum of 4 feet of uncontaminated soil.   

• Other areas of the site where contaminated soils are present in the subsurface currently contain a minimum of 4 feet of uncontaminated 
soil over the contaminated areas, and therefore do not require additional capping. 

• Placement of a deed restriction on the property to insure the soil cap is maintained over time.   
 

R.L. Vallee, Inc. has entered the State’s Brownfields Reuse Initiative Environmental Liability Limitation (BRELLA) Program.  Once CAP activities have 
been completed the site will receive a Certificate of Completion (COC).   
 
The Secretary of the Agency of Natural Resources is considering approving the corrective action plan which provides for the above remedy at the 
site.  The Corrective Action Plan dated June 16, 2014 by KAS, Inc. can be viewed at the St. Johnsbury Town Offices or at the Waste Management 
and Prevention Division (WMPD) in Montpelier, VT.  Electronic copies will be made available upon request to the project manager.
