I recommend that this site be designated as SMAC without the issuance of a SMAC
letter. This is based on the fact that there was never a responsible party identified, and there is
no longer any contamination to affected third party water supplies. '

_ This site was first discovered in March 1994 when MTBE was measured in the water
supply servicing the Baker residence. :Twelve additional water supplies were sampled in the
area and an additional six were also found to be contaminated with MTBE, all below the
Vermont Health Advisory Level (VHAL) of 40 ppb. The SMS provided the water supply
owners with bottled water and hired the Johnson Company (JCO) to do an investigation into
the source of the MTBE. The JCO invéstigation was never able to locate the source of the
MTBE but speculated that the contamination was from a one-time release.

Long term monitoring of the site supported the JCO theory of a one-time release as the
MTBE dissipated to non-detectable levels. In 1996, the SMS ceased delivery of the bottled
water. No additional work has been done or is planned for the site.
