The Sites Management Section (SMS) has received Environmental Compliance Services, Inc letter dated July
21, 2000. This letter summarizes the results of the latest field screening of the stockpiled soils located at the Newfane
Town Garage. Based on the results, ECS is requesting a ‘Site Management Activity Completed” designation. Based on

the information submitted, the SMS makes the following conclusions:

» In July 1997, two 1,000 galton underground storage tank (UST) storing diesel fuel were removed from the
property. During the excavation of the USTs, field screening of the soils revealed PID readings up to 40 ppm.
As a result, ten cubic yards of contaminated soils were stockpiled onsite. The SMS requested that this soil pile
be monitored on an annual basis. :

. Since 1997, the soil pile has been monitored three times by ECS. The latest round of sampling occurred in July
2000 and reveals PID readings between 0.1 - 0.5 ppm. No olfactory or visual evidence of soil staining was
observed. Based on this information, the soil pile is eligible for onsite thinspreading.

. The property has been evaluated with respect to petroleum contamination from the two diesel USTs, and does
not pose an unacceptable threat to human health and the environment. : '

Based on the above, the SMS is assigning this site a Site Management Activity Completed (SMAC) designation.
This designation does not release you of any past or future liability associated with the petroleum contamination onsite.
It does, however, mean that the SMS is not requesting any additional work in response to the diesel USTs removed in
July 1597,
