Dear Mr. DeVos: 

During a review of inactive sites, the Sites Management Section (SMS) reviewed the October 2004 report 
titled, "Initial Investigation ofSubsurface Petroleum Contamination at DeVos Trucking, North Ferrisburgh, 
Vermont" prepared by Griffin International. The site investigation was conducted at the JA DeVos Trucking 
property on September 15,2004. 

In March 2005 the SMS indicated that the site could be closed after the groundwater monitor wells had been 
properly closed. In your October 21, 2008 letter you stated that JA DeVos Trucking wants to retain these 
monitor wells for continued use. In your letter you agreed to maintain these monitor wells and close them 
when no longer needed. You also agreed to inform any new property owner of their existence and 
maintenance and/or closure requirement. The SMS approves the use plan outlined in your letter and no 
longer is requiring monitor well closure as a condition of site closure. With the above information, the SMS 
can now make the following conclusions: 

•	 On October 28, 1998 the piping for one 4,000 gallon diesel fuel oil underground storage tank (UST) 
at the JA DeVos Trucking property was upgraded to meet new overfill and spill prevention 
regulations. 

•	 During the pipe upgrade, test pits were also excavated adjacent to the UST. Soils adjacent to the 
UST were found to be contaminated with petroleum compounds at concentrations above SMS 
guideline levels, as measured with a photoionization detector (PID). Groundwater was encountered 
at approximately 5' depth. Contaminated soil was observed in contact with the groundwater. 
Additional investigation of the conditions reported during the UST pipe upgrade was required by the 
SMS. 

•	 On September 15, 2004 four groundwater monitor wells were installed in order to evaluate 
potential contamination to the groundwater. No soil contamination was detected using a PID 
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to test soil samples collected during the drilling. Soil was found to be 10' of sand with layers of silty 
sand. At 10' depth a clay layer extending to the maximum drilling depth of 13' was found in all 4 
monitor wells 

•	 On September 21, 2004 the 4 monitor wells and one water supply well were sampled for volatile 
organic compounds and total petroleum hydrocarbons. No contamination was detected in these 
samples. 

•	 The site water supply well was tested and no contamination was detected. No near by surface waters 
or wetlands were identified. There are no nearby buildings with basements at risk of petroleum vapor 
infiltration. No other sensitive environmental receptors were identified. No unacceptable risk to 
human health and the environment is present due to any residual contamination remaining in the 
ground at the UST. 

•	 A monitor well maintenance letter was submitted and is approved. 

Based on the above, the SMS is assigning this site a Site Management Activity Completed (SMAC) 
designation. This SMAC designation does not release the JADeVos Trucking, of any past or future 
liability associated with the petroleum contamination onsite. It does, however, mean that the SMS is not 
requesting any additional work in response to the contamination discovered during the 1998 UST pipe 
upgrade.
